Amendment of 143.17 Wellness Program (2nd Reading)

At the same time, Kevin and I became aware that the federal government has made some changes to their 

rules as it pertains to wellness programs being a taxable benefit.  Their latest rule is that you cannot 

require a medical examination for a true wellness program.  If we do, this is not considered a wellness 

program and the benefit is considered taxable.  We are proposing to modify the language to not include 

this requirement.
