It is my understanding that at least
three K-9’s were shot in the Columbus/Madison Township area. There has been no absolute confirmation
from the Animal Control staff, the Department of Agriculture or the Ohio Department of Natural
Resources that any wolf existed. Ohio does not have a wolf population.
