Robinson is a good choice and he will be a good fit for this community. 

Anyone in the City of Groveport wanting to meet the new fire chief is 

welcome to come to next week's meeting.

The Mayor finished up mentioning the football game the other night 

between Groveport Madison and Canal Winchester. The Cruisers beat 

the Indians 28-0. It was a great game and Mayor Westcamp was proud 

of both communities. These two schools and cities should be very 

proud of these teams which are both very good this year.
